Fifteen years have passed since comrade A Chapiro
[Schapiro], my old pal Alexander Berkman, now gone
fromme, and mysdf came out of Soviet Russiato giveto
thethinking world the disclosures of the palitical grinding
machinewefound there. It was only after along corflict
that we decided to do so. For well we knew the pricewe
will haveto pay for speaking openly about theterrible
political persecutionsthat was adaily affair inthe so
called Sodialist Republic. The price we paid for our
determination was high enough, but was nothing
compared to the avalanche of abuse and vilification
hurled against me when my first ten articles about Soviet
Russia appeared in the public press. Sincel foresaw as
much, | was not very shocked over the fact that my own
comrades misunderstood what | had to say and the
moative which induced meto appear inthe NEW YORK
WORLD. Muchlessdid | carefor the poison that oozed
out againg mefrom the Communists in Russia, America,
and other countries.

Even whileyet in Russia we protested against the
grinding mill aswesaw it initssinister force. For mysalf
| can say, and | can say the samefor my comrade
Alexander Berkman, we lost no opportunity to go from
Bolshevist leader to leader; to plead for the unfortunate
victims of the Cheka. Invariably weweretold “wait till
all our fronts are liquidated and you will seethat the
grestest political freedom will be established in Soviet
Russia.” This assurance was repested time on end so
convincingly that we began to wonder whether we had
understood the effect of Revolution on therights of the
individual as far as pdlitical opinion was concerned. We
decided to wait. But wesks and months passed and there
was no letup in the relentless extermination of al people
who dared disagree even in the least with the methods of
the Communist State. It was only after the massacre of
Kronstadt, that we, our comrades Alexander Berkman
and Alexander Chapiro [ Schapiro] fdt that we had no
right to wait any longer, that it became imperativefor us
old revalutionists to cry the truth from the very
housetops. Nevertheless we waited until the fronts were
liquidated, though it was bitter hard to keep silent after
400 politicals wereforcibly removed from the Boutirka
prison and sertt to remate places. When Fanny Baron and
Tcherny [Lev Cherny] were murdered. At last the holy
day arrived, the fronts were liquidated But the political

grinding mill ground on, thousands beng crushed by its
whedls.

It was then that we cameto the conclusion that the
Soviet promise reiterated to us again and again, was like
all promises coming from the Kremlin - an empty shell.
Wetherefore cameto the conclusion that we owed it to
our suffering comrades, to al revolutionary pdlitica
victims as well asto the workers and peasants of Russia,
to go abroad and place our findings before the world.
From that time on and until 1930, comrade Berkman
worked incessantly for the palitical prisoners and on
raising funds to keep them divein their dreadful living
tomb. After that, conrade [Rudolf] Rocker, [Senyal
Fleschin, Moallie Alperine [ Steimer], Dobinski [Jacques
Doubinsky] and many other faithful comrades kept up the
work which our beloved Alexander was forced to discon-
tinue | can say that urtil this day the devoted effortsto
bring our hapless conrades in Soviet Russia some chegr
and afew comforts have never ceased, which merdly goes
to provewhat devation, love and solidarity can do.

Injusticeto the heads of the Soviet Government be it
said that therewas gill a semblance of fair play while
Leninwasalive True it was he who issued the slogan
that Anarcho-syndicalists and Anarchists are but likethe
petit bourgeoisie, and that they should be exterminated.
Neverthdessit istruethat his political victimswere
sentenced for a definite period and were l€ft with the hope
that they would be sat free when their sentence expired.
Sincethe advent of Salin, that bit of hope, hope so essen-
tial to peoplein prison for anidea, and so necessary for
the continuation of their morale has been abolished.

Stalin, true to the meaning of his name, could not bear
tothink, that people given 5 or ten years, should beleft
with the expectation that they would one day see freedom
again. Under hisiron rule, people whose sentence expires
are re-sertenced and shipped to another concentration
camp. Thus we have today numerous conrades who have
been shoved from exile to exile since 15 years. And there
is no end in sight. But why should we be surprised at the
rdentless grinding mill Stalin has inaugurated for such
opponents as Anarchists and Social Revolutionists?
Stalin has proven that heis as crud with his former
comrades as with the rest who dare doubt his wisdom.
The latest purge, quite equal to the purge of Hitler
([handwritten addition in margin] and thelatest victim
arrested and perhaps exiled, Zend M uehsam) should
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proveto dl who arestill capable of thinking, that Stalin
is determined to exterminate everybody who has looked
into his cards. We need not hope, therefore, that our
Anarchist comrades or any of the L eft wing Revol ution-
aries will be spared.

I amwriting this from Barcdona, the seet of the
Spanish Revolution. If ever | believed, evenfor a
moment in the explanation of Soviet leadersthat politi-
cal freedom isimpossible during a revalutionary period,
my gay in Spain has completdy cured me of it! Spain
tooisinthe clutches of ablood stained civil war, sheis
surrounded by enemies within and without. No, not
merdy by fascist enemies. But by all sorts of socia
exponants, who are more bitterly opposad to Anarcho-
syndicalism and Anarchism under the name of CNT and
FAI, than they are to fascism. Yet in spite of the danger
lurking in every corner of every city, to the Spanish
Revadution, ingpite of the imperative necessity to
concentrate all the forces on winning the antifascist war,
it is yet amazing to find more padlitical freedom than ever
was dreamt of by Lenin and his comrades

If anything, the CNT-FAI, the most powerful party
in Catalonia, is going to the opposite extreme Republi-
cans, socialigts, Communists, Trotzkists, in fact every-
body daily marches through the streets heavily armed
and their bannersflying. They have taken possession of
themog daborate houses of theformer bourgeoisie
They merrily publish their papers and hold huge
mesetings, Y et the CNT-FAI has never once even
suggested that their allies are taking too much advantage
of thetolerance of the Anarchists in Catalonia. In other
words our comrades are demonstrating that they would
rather prefer to give their assodates the same right to
liberty asthey takefor themsdvesthan to exablisha
dictatorship and a political grinding machinethat would
crush dl their opponents.

Yes, 15 years have passed. According to theglad
tidings from Russa one hears over the Radio, inthe
Communist press and on every occasion: “Lifeis joyful
and splendid’ in the Socialist Republic. Did not Stdin
issue this dogan and has it not been reschoed over and
over again. “Lifeisjoyful and splendid”. Not for the
tens of thousands of padlitical victimsin prison and in
concentration camps. Anarchists, Sodalists, Commu-
nists, Intelectual's, masses of the workers and tens of
thousands of the peasantry know nothing of the new joy
and splendour proclaimed by the T orquemada on the
Communist throne. Their lives, if they are still alive,
continues hopdess, drab, adaily purgatory without end.

The more reason for us, comrades, and for al who
aresincere Libertarians, to continue the work for the
palitical prisonersinthe Soviet Union. | do not appeal to
the Libertarians who shout themsdves hoarse against
fasdsm or againg the palitical abusesin thar own
countries and yet remain silent in theface of the
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continued persecution and extermination of true Revolu-
tionariesin Russia. Their senses have become blunted.
They therefore do not hear the voice that risesto the
very heavens from the hearts and the stifled throats of
thevictims of the political grinding machine. They do
not realisethat their silenceis asign of consent, and that
they aretherefore responsable for Stalins acts. They are
a hopdess lot. But the Libertarians, who oppose every
dictatorship and fascism, no matter under what flag,
they must continue to rouse human interest and sympa-
thy inthe tragic fate of the pdlitical prisonersin Russia.

ThomasH. Keell (1866-1938) had been editor of
“Freedom” from 1913 until 1927. Asthe paper beginto
financially flounder he moved Freedom Press and
“Freedom” from London to Whiteway Colony near
Stroud in Gloucestershire. Between 1928 and 1932 he
published “ Freedom Bulltin® on an irregular basis.

Ralph Barr was a London based anarcho-syndicalist.
At thetimethis letter was written he was secretary of
“The Emma Goldman L ecture Committeg’. In early
1937 he would become a member of the CNT-FAI
London Bureau set up by Emma Goldman on her return
from Spain. On the 17th July 1938 he spoke with
Emma Goldman, Tom Brown and Mat Kavanagh at a
mass meeting in Hyde Park to commemorate the
Second Anniversary of “the Revolutionary Struggle In
Spain”. Later he appears to have stolen money collected
for Spanish refugees — an incident which Ethd Mannin
wrote about in the short story “ Downfall of a Comrade”
published in her collection “No More Mimosa”

London: Jarrolds, 1943.

George Cores (1869-1949) had a history of clashing
with Kedl over what he, and others, fdt was Kedll’s
proprietary attitude towards “ Freedom”. They had criti-
cized Kedl's move to Whiteway fedling he had failed to
consult the movement in his decision. As a consequence
Coreswas part of the group that produced the London
based newspaper “ Freedom” (1930-36).

Emma Goldman (1869-1940) At thetime of
Kavanagh's letter Goldman was based in London. In
terms of her talk at Southend Goldman obviously was
pleased with the result.Writing to Alexander Berkman
on 22nd January 1936 she said “the League of Youth
for whom | lectured insisted on two more lectures”
comparing this with a lukewarm response in Plymouth
and dsewhere.

Tom Sweetlove was involved in the Anarchist
Eductaion League in 1913-14, and later in support for
Russian anarchist prisoners and exiles. A collection of
his poemsisin the International Institute of Socia
History, Amsterdam.

John Humphr ey eventually became the editor of

Facerias “was a seadfast champion of an essentidly
anarchist-inspired labour movement likethe CNT of
Spain; an organisation that might offer the proleariat
guidance rather than content itsdf with being atiny
minority in oppostionto or critical of reformist and
authoritarian activity. He wanted an anarchism that
might be at once the head and the arm of the proletariat
rather than some sort of laboratory for doctrine or the
monopoly of philasophers. ... Asfar as hewas
concerned, moral solidarity, whilst undoubtedly neces-
sary, had to be matched by material action; and if help
was not forthcoming through lawful means, they should
resort to unlawful means, to expropriation.” (p303,
p305).

Thisisan important book, but not an easy oneto
read. It’ stragic on many different levels. Itisnot a
complete history of the anarchist resiganceto
Francoism, but it is much more than a biography of
Facerias done. The context of defeat and exileis laid
out, as arethefates of other Barcdona anarchist
militants. Deathis everywhere

“October 1949 proved to bea tragic month for the
urban action groups in Catalonia. Within afew days
many of the comrades, and some of the most battle-
hardened comrades at that, lost their lives. Thelist
included L uciano Alpuente (Enrique M adurga Herrero),
José Sabaté Llopart (El Quico’ solder brother), Julio
Rodriguez Ferndndez (El Cubano), Juan Serrano (aka
Antonio Garcia Garcia), Arquimedes Serrano Ovgas,
Victor Espallargas, José L uis Barrao and Frandsco
Martinez Marquez. Many others were captured and
subsequently executed, like José Pérez Pedrero (Traga-
panes), Pedro Adrover Fort (El Yayo), José Pons
Argilés, Santiago Amir Gruafias and Ginés Urrea Pifia.”
(p221)

Itisdsoavery angry book. Tdlez is someimpartial
chronicdler. Hehad played a part in the resistance
himself. These are not merdy names, but dead comrades
he is commemorating.

It'snot only the murderous Francoist repression that
angers Télez. Thefailings of the Spanish libertarian
movemernt in exile are laid bare. The difference between
the neads of clandestine action in Spain and legdised
existencein France was never addressed: “theincom-
patibility between lashing out at and attacking the state
and itsinstitutions and the holding of regulation
meetings with the Interior Ministry” (p73); “an organ-
isational structurethat ddivered nothing but catastrophe
after catastrophe” (p176). Defeats and killings did not
lead to any improvements: “Losses in Spain were at that
point ill propaganda fodder, a good excuse for letting
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loose a lyricism that was, most often, out of placeand in
poor taste.” (p158). Practical hep was not what it could
have been. In 1951 Facerias was in touch with comrades
who raised a huge subscription to support the under-
ground CNT press. “However, it al went anvry dueto
meddling by the Inter-Continental Secretariat which
came up with theinspired notion of insisting that the
sumraisad be handed over to it without further ado. The
Paris comrades who had publicly committed themsdves
—without going into details — to handing over al the
money to the‘ Support the Underground CNT Press
project refused to back down despite pressures brought
to bear by the organisation at theingtigation of thetop
committee But given theimpossibility of implementing
the plan or of going into thedetail of it (in that that
would render itsimplementation impossible) they spent
most of thefunds on printing equipmernt that wasthen
handed over to the Inter-Continental Secretariat which,
needless to say, had no notion of what to do with the
equipment ddivered, sinceits sole concern had been to
take dlivery of the cash instead. Once again, thevirus
of centraliam stupidly destroyed one of the best ideas
eve gengated in the exile community.” (p263).

The continued indifference of the exiled bureaucrats
eventually looks more than carelessness. The ultimate
problem, in Facerias ownwords, isthat “Victimis
heaped upon victim, due to people some of whom are
worthless while others prioritise thelr craving for promi-
nence or the conveniences of the payradl [areferenceto
paid positions with the Organisation] over theinterests
of the organisation. There has not even been any attempt
made to neutralise theimpact of the police apparatus
deployed by Francoism at our headquarters, quite apart
from the vice tightening upon us more and more each
day thanks to the support of its counterpart agenciesin
the host countries.” (p289, Report of 9 December 1951).

Findly, Faceriasis not just cut off from the organi-
sation, but also from natural allies like Francisco
Sabaté “Hetried to contact Sabaté and failed because
Sabaté systematically refused to tak to him. Theripples
from their fall-out in Barcdonain 1956 werestill bang
fdt. Yet had thesetwo men talked and come to some
agreement perhaps both their tragic fates might have
been avoided. But then, if ifs were ands, this might have
been avery different book.” (p340).

Facerias was ambushed and shot down by the police
in Barcdlonain August 1957. While the Francoist press
celebrated, the libertarian journal Atalaya protested the
slence of the exiles, and in effect provided his epitaph:

“Having been murdered in circumstancesin which
thereis every evidence to suggest that he had been
denounced from France, [Faceriag] has been defamed in
the crudest way by the Francoist palice and press. And
therewas amoral obligation to clear a man, and what a
man he was, from whose curriculum vitae our
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newspapers have highlighted, say, his attacks upon the
consular officesin Barcdona of countries sponsoring
Franco’s candidacy for membership of the UNO, the
attack onthe regme s bigwigs at a victory parade and
various attack on local policeand Falangist premises, of
such defamation.

“Let it be noted that we take exception, if only so
that the future historian may have —if he wishesto
reconstruct the truth — a reference which, added to his
having been arrested in 1946 for subversive activity and
for holding organisationa office confirmsthat José
L luis Faceriaswas not the vulgar brigand portrayed by
Franco's hacks, but, like Buenaventura Durruti, and
authentic anarcho-syndicalist fighter.” (p353-4).

Comrades who want to learn about the anarchist
resistance to Francoism, should read and re-read this
book.

The three dlibilesbrothers

The three Jubiles brothers took to the hillsin late
March 1939 and marauded through the hills around
Villaviciosa, Almodévar and Hornachuelos, before
settling in the Montoro highlands.

The Bujalance digtrict of Cérdoba province, where the
CNT predominated, happened by a freek to escape the
army’ s Rising on 18 July 1936. In Bujalancethe Civil
Guard confined itself to staying in barracks and never
lifted a finger, in spite of pressures fromlocal rightists
doubtless afraid of the power of the anarcho-syndicalist
labour organisation. In theend, on 25 July, the Civil
Guard placed itsdf at the dispostion of the Popular
Front. The garrison was shipped out to Jaén or to
Madrid, except for one sergeant and two Guards
accused of having implemented the ley de fugas (shoot-
ing ‘escaping’ prisoners) in the Cafietgo ravineback in
Decembea 1933; these were executed in Carietgo on 25
July.

From the very outset, a Popular Front was established:
it was made up of nine members, three of them from the
CNT: these were Francisco Garcia Cabello (aka El
Nifio del Aceite) who had been sentenced to death
following the revol utionary events of December 1933,
Bartolomé Parrodo Serrano and I1defonso Coca Chocero
(akaEl Vigo).

Among the best known CNT militants in Bujalance,
we might mention the brothers Francisco, Juan and
Sebadgtian Rodriguez Mufioz, known collectively as Los
Jubiles, organisers of the confederal militias and of the
38th Divisgon's 88th Mixed Brigade, of which Francisco
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was the commander and with which many of Cérdoba’'s
anarchists served during the civil war. Another anarchist
who saw to the co-ordination of the CNT militias from
Castro and Bujalance was Alfonso Nieves Nufiez, who
was of Argentinean extraction: then therewerethe
brothers Manud and L uis Ramoén Haro M anzano:
Germinal Garcia (the son of El Nifio del Aceite),
Manud Haro Aguilar, Tomés Martinez Fresco,
Francisco Pozudo Minaya, Antonio Suarez Moreno
(Paniete) Cristoba Nieto Reyes, Pedro Buenasvinos
Galiano, Manud Borrego Belmaonte, Antonio Alharilla
Morales (Pavano), Antonio Cantanero Pérez (El
Reondo), Antonio Jiménez Venzala (El Joyito) and
Antonio Cantanero Aragon (Pefialver).

Spared the upheaval of the battlefront for five months,
Bujdance carried out yearned-for libertarian changes.
[...]

In addition to the Popular and Labour Front Commit-
teewhich sa up shop in thetown hall with three CNT
members, two socialists, one Communist and one
Izquierda Republicana representative, a Defence
Committee was established to oversee everything relat-
ing to weaponry and warfare and it comprised of three
CNT members.

Likewise established were a Supplies Committee and
an Agricultural Committee each of them made up of
CNT militants plus one Central Committee representa-
tive likewiseaCNT member. A so-called Labour
Management Committee operated indde the (La
Armonia) One Big Workers' Union and its function was
to supply labour to the farms and industries.

Solidaridad Obrera of 2 Octaber 1936 carried an
interview that Francisco Cabdlo El Nifio del Aceite
gaveto the paper’ s Bujalance reporter Antonio Vida on
25 September 1936, detailing the libertarian achieve-
ments in the town.

In December 1936, Francoist forces launched abig
push aimad at investing all the provincia townsthat had
remained in the hands of the Republic.

On 18 Decamber, Bujalance came under heavy air
raids from Francoist planes. All day long squadrons of
threeaircraft arrived to bomb Bujalance to pieces and
this was repeated thefollowing day, so it was deter-
mined that the population should be evacuated. By 20
December very few people wereleft in Bujalance. Inthe
firgt air raid alone on 14 December, 100 people perished
and 200 buildings were demalished.

Francoist forces attacked the town from the East and
North to cut its communications and outflanking the
existing fortifications located south and west of the
town: the anarcho-syndcalist militias withdrew in the
direction of Villadd Rio and Montor, as did the civilian
evacuess. By 21 December, Francaist forces had
complete control of Bujalance.
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Without dwelling overmuch upon the civil war, let us
just state that on 28 March 1939 thelast remaining
villagein the north of Cordoba fell to the Francoists.
Many fighters fled into the highlands above Cdordoba.

Thesefirst fugitives absorbed escapers from thejalls,
desarters from the Disciplinary Labour Battalions,
concentration camps and defectors from the Francoist
ranks, runaway recruits and others fleang from
conscription.

Thethree Jubiles brothers took to the hillsin late
March 1939 and marauded through the hills above
Villaviciosa, Almoddvar and Hornachuel os, and then
sattled in the Montoro highlands. Los Jubiles took to the
sierrafrom Villanueva de Cérdoba, where many troops
had retrested to at that point and carried off a substan-
tial armoury into the mountains, induding mortars. The
firs engagement by the band of which we have knowl-
edge camein the Montoro digtrict on the road from Villa
dd Rio to Cardefia. Civil Guard Antonio Guerero and
trooper Gonzalo Vézquez perished in the skirmish.

On 8 July 1940, in a gunfight in Obgo, landlord
Antonio PadillaOlivares and Fa angists Edmundo Cano
Juérez, Pedro Gonzalez Herruzo and Juan Herrera
Herruzo werekilled. On theguerrilla sde, El Aceituno,
anative of Marmolejo (Jaén) was wounded and died
later of hisinjuries. His corpsewas discovered on 21
July on anearby farm, LaDehesadela Abuda, inLa
Canddera

On 26 September 1940, part of the Los Jubiles band
sustained a further loss: in the Alcaracgos district they
ran across, and as evening fell, engaged the Civil Guard
and guerrilla Alfonso Garcia Gavilan from Bujalance (a
war-time commander) log hislife

In 1941 guerrilla Francisco Parrado too was killed in
the Montoro district as a result of information given and
on 4 March 1941 Manuel Alcala Rodriguez (a 54 year
old collier) and Francisco Cobos Benitez (36) died on
the Cafiete bridge near Bujalance in an ambush laid by
the Civil Guard undercover of the dark.

The presence of Foreign Legion troops and Regulares
in the hunt for the guerrillas, avery common phenome-
non in 1940, faded as the Civil Guard took over after
1941. Another ambush claimed thelife of Eugenio (El
Moreno) who had only recently joined the guerrillas
after hiswork as aliaison had been discovered, and
Francisco Cabdlo Milla (Paco Sman), brother-in-law
to the Jubiles, was arrested. He was taken to the prison
in Jaén and shot there.

On dates unknown, Felipe Garcia Flores, Manud
Martinez, Manud Alcaraz and his two sons Antonio
Vanzalé Soriano and Bartolomé El Chivito lost ther
lives. The Los Jubiles band was wiped out at dawn on 6
January 1944 in the Mojapié farmhouse in the M ontoro
district.
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One survivor from the Los Jubiles band was José
Moreno Sadazar El Quincallero who was only 16 in
1940. He had initially been a courier for the band and
later, when his cover was blown, joined the band proper
on 16 December 1942.

About twenty fugitives served with Los Jubiles at one
time or another, not to mention ther connections with
the bands of Perico EI Manco, Adamuz and El Portu-
gués from Marmologjo. In addition to the three Jubiles
brothers, the core of the band was made up of Tomas
Martinez Lugue, Antonio Catilla Bigotin, Manuel
Jménez El Gato, and the brothers Alcala Cabanilla. In
itslast year it was joined by survivor José Moreno
Salazar, Migud Morales and Francisco Jménez El
Churro. Another survivor from the band was Cristobal
Nieto.

Comrade Angd Artigot Puerto, native of Gea de Albar-
racin (Terud) hasdied in Terud e theageof 93. A
long-time and enthusiastic militant from his adolescent
years back in the shopworkers' sector in 1930s
Valendia, hejoined the Iron Column as it marched
towards the Terud front and after a number of adven-
tures finished up a prisoner in Valenda as the civil war
drew to its end. He passad through a number of prison
camps, from the Basgue Country to Anddusia, surviv-
ing due to a specialy strong personality that captivated
people regardless of their ideological persuasions. Back
in Terud after thewar ended, he carried the stigma of
being labdled a“red’, having to deal with all manner of
reprisals, but surviving through a number of hospitality
ventures thanks to his own strong character, determina-
tion, self-control and his faithful, long-suffering partner,
Librada.

An example to many, he always remained faithful to
his ideals and on retirement left hislast fully functioning
and successful establishment to thase upon he had
always looked as conrades rather as mere staff. He
retained his full mental faculties right to hisfinal years,
albeit that there was some physical deterioration and
made a strong impression on all who were fortunate
enough to know him, friends or atherwise.
